A collaborative effort with the University 
of Denver’s campus architect, executive 
advisory board, and facilities department 
produced this attractive, campus-wide, 
exterior wayfinding and master plan 
signage program. Security, maintenance 
and campus ADA personnel were also 
consulted for their specific needs and 
requirements. Identifying accessible 
paths and building entrances were an 
important part to the campus maps 
located at all the visitor’s parking lots 
and structures. This sign program was 
installed in phases over several years.
